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Description:

Higher Education is motivated to assume leadership in promoting sustainability in all aspects of an institution’s operations. To help meet this end, the Green Globes suite of building sustainability tools incorporates education’s needs through The Green Building Initiative’s (GBI’s) academic outreach program. As well we provide a seamless, holistic program for the construction, operation, management, and improvement of the College or University’s building infrastructure.  The Academic Outreach Program encourages Colleges and Universities to utilize the Green Globes module for New Construction (NC) as an educational tools.    Schools of Architecture and Engineering are primarily targeted to incorporate Green Globes as a real world example of design tools for the professions. Therefore, if a school wants to use Green Globes in the classroom, modules are readily made available for the professors. 

Stimulus Language:
For both renovation and modernization of K-12 and Higher Education buildings the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 states that a "recognized green building rating system" may be used to accomplish school building improvements. Drexel University:

After the vetting process, Drexel University selected Green Globes as the building rating and assessment process that they wanted to follow for their 40 plus campus buildings.  They were impressed with the continual process which encompasses new and existing construction.  To date these following buildings are going through the assessment process:
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· Integrated Sciences Building (classrooms): 130,000 sq ft; 6 story building

· Millennium Hall Dorm: 102,000 sq ft; 17 story building  

· North Side Dining Terrace: 10,000 sq. ft building
· Queen Lane Addition (Classrooms): 25,000, 3 story building
· Recreation Center: 85, 296 sq ft; 3 story building

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This project involves a major renovation and addition to the Wuebben Hall Science Center at Mesa State University:  111,992 sq. feet, 3 story building
