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NEO Green Building Initiative Participation Checklist

Thank you for your interest in participating in the Green Building Initiative of Northeast Ohio (GBI) Program. In your folder you will find the materials referenced below to participate in the program and to enter a home. 

1. Complete the Council Application Form and mail your annual enrollment fee of $150 to your home association. This enrolls you as a participant in the program, but does not certify any specific home.

2. Builders complete the “GBI Certification Fast Form” for the project to be submitted. 

Enroll your project and submit the Verification Application with plans and other materials along with a per home certification fee of $100 which then can be NEOGBI c/o North Coast BIA, 5201 Waterford Drive, Sheffield Village, OH 44035.

A greater understanding of the “Fast Form Checklist” criteria can be obtained by viewing the CD-ROM “NAHB Model Green Home Building Guidelines” in your GBI packet. 

3. After your association receives your “Fast Form Checklist” you will be contacted by a preferred NEO GBI third-party verifier to arrange verification of your project. 

Third-party verifier will conduct random verifications to maintain quality control and program credibility, and to maintain ongoing training, technical support and education for builder members. 

Builders are encouraged to register all their homes with NEOGBI, but as a minimum 
at least one home will be enrolled in the program per enrollment year.

The third-party verifier will check the fast form submitted versus the home and perform a blower door test at GBI’s cost. If you so desire you can engage the verifier to complete an analysis of the home’s eligibility to the Federal Energy Efficiency Tax Credit at your expense.

4. If your home passes verification you will receive a certificate proclaiming your home is a certified Bronze, Silver or Gold level green home pursuant to the guidelines of the GBI program.
